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Kimcha dePischa / Ma’ot Chittin Appeal 5776

We commend the members of the community who contributed generously to the
appeal we had before Pesach. Many poverty-stricken families received coupons to
purchase groceries before the chag; poor people who did not have enough to take
care of their needs for the seder and for the chag.

The Ma’ot Chittin funds were distributed in the following way: Vouchers totaling NIS
6,000 were given to the Department of Social Welfare office in Katamon, and NIS
7,700 to the Baka-Talpiyot office, with about 90 families receiving these vouchers
through the Department, according to a detailed list of the names of the families.
The maijority of these were the most needy families classified as “A” level on the
poverty listings. Also, the sum of NIS 4,000 was distributed to 20 poor families in
the Yeshurun Synagogue community by our member Nissim Avitsur, with each
family signing a receipt.

Additionally, coupons totaling NIS 5,000 were distributed among 32 families related
to the shelter for battered women.

In light of this, we may conclude that your contributions indeed accomplished the
goals which you set when giving them.
