A Message from the Committee Chair

The Beit Knesset has adopted the procedures of “Tav Yarok”, which allows the entry of more members
into the shul, provided they have been either vaccinated or have recovered from Covid. The Vaad has
decided to allow up to 50 people — a standard that is actually stricter than “7av Yarok.

On Shabbat mornings we hold two minyanim, at 7.00 and 9.00. With Daylight Saving Time, we will
also have two minyanim on Friday evenings. This means we can cater for up to 100 mitpalelim and

mitpalelot each Shabbat.

I fully understand that some people are still anxious about coming into a closed public space and that
others have become attached to their local improvised minyanim. At the same time I think the time
has come to, at least, consider returning to the “mikdash me'at” of the shul itself.

During the week we hold a daily minyan at 6.00. The vaad would like to renew the 7.30 minyan as
well as weekday mincha and arvit and you are asked to respond to a very short survey.

The va'ad does all it can to ensure the health of the community by; admitting only those who have
been vaccinated or who have recovered; by being strict about masks and distancing; and by ample
ventilation of the space.

No pressure is intended here but we would be delighted to welcome friends back to shul.
